FPP SECTION: Table BON-13. Unit Priority Order.
JUSTIFICATION FOR CHANGE:  Unit 9 is currently first off/last on in priority at PH1.  We would like to switch it with unit 2, which is currently 5th.  Unit 9 is important to have running so that chiller water (air condition unit) discharge can be released to the gate well of a running unit when unit 8 is not operating, to avoid fish kills.  There are no known warm water discharges into the unit 2 gate well.
When the air conditioning unit for PH1 is turned on, it discharges warm water into one of two tail log gate wells, 8A or 9B.  This water is warm, between 74 and 85* F.  When this water dumps into a gate well and the unit is not running, there is no mixing, and the water in the gate well is heated.  The gate wells of non-running units tend to hold fish, and the temperature stress likely kills them.
