[bookmark: _GoBack]Annual work plans have been updated in recent years due to increased piscivorous bird numbers.  Additionally, dates for hazing activities shift a few days on an annual basis.  This change will reflect the most recent work plan.

5.3. Action Plan. USDA APHIS bird hazing occurs from April 1921 through July 257. Double shifts (16 hours per day) are used during the period of the greatest bird activity, April 268 through July 113. Boat hazing is also used from April 268 through July 116, for 6 hours per day, 4 3 days per week (except Sundays). APHIS crews may at their discretion deploy limited lethal take of gulls and cormorants, particularly if hazing by itself loses its effectiveness. Project personnel may deploy a limited number of propane cannons and electronic bird alarms from time-to-time, typically early in the season. Overhead avian deterrent wires are located along the powerhouse tailrace. A hydrocannon is situated at the juvenile fish bypass outfall.
