JUSTIFICATION FOR CHANGE:  
Annual work plans have been updated in recent years due to increased piscivorous bird numbers.  Additionally, dates for hazing activities shift a few days on an annual basis.  This change will reflect the most recent work plan.

6.2. Hazing. Ice Harbor Dam utilizes the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Animal & Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS) for hazing of piscivorous birds to reduce predation on ESA-listed fish passing the dam. Bird hazing occurs from April 1 through June 30, 7 days per week, and is focused on gulls, terns and cormorants observed to be feeding on passing fish. Land-based hazing is conducted by a Wildlife Specialist 8 hours per day April 1–46 and June 79–30, and 16 hours per day April 57–June 68. Boat-based hazing is conducted 3 days per week April 57–1820 and May 246–June 68, and 5 days per week April 1921–May 235.
