JUSTIFICATION FOR CHANGE:  
Annual work plans have been updated in recent years due to increased piscivorous bird numbers.  Additionally, dates for hazing activities shift a few days on an annual basis.  This change will reflect the most recent work plan.

PROPOSED CHANGE: [see below with edits to existing FPP in track changes]

8.2. Action Plan. Little Goose will perform bird hazing, which includes at least 8 hours per day, 7 days per week of contracted services from March 30 April 1 to June 202. During the peak period for bird abundance, April 124-May 235, up to 16 hours of hazing will occur. Boat hazing will occur March 30April 1-June 202 for 8 hours per day, three days per week. Gulls, cormorants and terns will be hazed as needed during the juvenile fish passage season. Hazing will be performed using scare products. These include consumer fireworks, scare cannons, bird bangers and bird screamers.
