From August through mid-April, there will be no avian abatement measures other than avian lines. Avian lines will be repaired and/or reinstalled as soon as possible following damage or removal. New avian lines will be installed and maintained in locations determined to have significant avian predation. Avian abatement measures shall be in place by April 1 unless delayed by inclement weather, in which case work will be completed as soon as weather permits.

2.3.2.8. Avian Deterrence. Avian monitoring at The Dalles Dam will occur daily April 1–September 30 and hazing will occur daily April 15–July 31.
